Class Demo by Jim & Cindy Reed

Laguna’s are fairly expensive rocks, but when you see a nice one, buy it and don’t
think about the cost. If you can buy a parcel of un-cut nodules, it is always fun to cut them open
and see what the pattern is like inside. Sometimes you are very surprised at the pattern.
