February 2010 SHOP REPORT — Gene Bergfield: As most of us know the Shop lost power on the
8™ of February. The fire in the trailer next to the shop (which has the same power feed as the shop)
required the electrical feed to be shut off for the Fire Department’s safety while fighting the fire. The
Shop regained power on the 19 " of February. The other bad news is it appears the Fire
Department sprayed the Shop roof with water during the fire. This assured the shop did not catch on
fire; a very good thing, but one corner of the roof was damaged and most of the shingles have been
peeled up and needs replaced. Work is in progress for material quotes. Expect an update and a
discussion on this at the next meeting.

Under the direction of the Shop Manager the following has been accomplished over the last month:

We are pleased to announce the Highland Park (2 wheel) Cabbing Machine is in service with a
14,000 grit NOVA wheel for polishing. The 12” saw is still out of service for maintenance and repairs.

The reorganizing of the Conex is still in process even with the Show preparation taking priority, quite
a bit of cleanup and material identification has occurred.

Cabbing Classes are in progress and so far this year has generated $ 88.00 income in shop fees and
material sales.

A Special THANK YOU is in order to Mary and Larry Prescott for the donation of two gallon of
Covington Rock Hound Qil to the shop.

Thanks must go out to Susan, Kim, Juanita, and all others that have work hard at the shop to get us
ready for the show.
