The Tampa Bay Fossil Club is Pleased to Present
A Lecture and Presentation by Dr. Larry Agenbroad
Larry D. Agenbroad, Ph.D., is director of the Mammoth Site of Hot Springs, South Dakota, oversees the Hudson-Meng Bone Bed of Crawford, Nebraska, and is professor emeritus at Northern Arizona University.  He has been actively researching the Quaternary period (2 million years ago to the present) since 1966, conducting geological, archaeological, hydrological, and paleontological research in the United States, Mexico, and Siberia.  His work on Pleistocene fauna includes the paleoindian bison kill sites, mammoth kill sites, continental North American mammoths, pygmy mammoths of the California Channel Islands, and mammoths of the Arctic’s Taimyr Peninsula.  He also studies the geology, archaeology, and paleontology of the Colorado Plateau.  He has coauthored and edited several books including, The Hudson-Meng Site: An Alberta Bison Kill Site in the Nebraska High Plains, and Mammoths: Ice age Giants, as well as numerous professional publications, articles, and presentations.

Dr. Agenbroad has appeared on many popular television documentaries including; the BBC’s Walking with Prehistoric Beast, The Discovery Channel’s Raising the Mammoth, and Land of the Mammoth.

This event is free, and open to the public.  Please take note that this special event will not be held in TBFC's usual meeting room.  We will be meeting in the much larger University Lecture Hall.  If you’re familiar with where TBFC normally meets, the University Lecture Hall is only about 50 yards away.  You can park in the same parking lot which is #37.  As usual, look for TBFC signs at the street and guiding you to the Lecture Hall.

This would give you the opportunity to collect in a smaller group than the next open dig/swap which is April 22-24 (Easter weekend). If you’d like for info, please contact me or the Prescott’s. 
 From the Graves Mountain website:
You should not miss any opportunity to collect here because the rutile, lazulite, and pyrophyllite are said to be some of the finest in the world.  The collecting area at Graves is huge!  There are three main rock types here: quartz-sericite schist, sericite-kyanite-quartz rock (quartzite) and quartz conglomerate.   You may still be able to collect rutile, kyanite, lazulite, iridescent hematite, pyrophyllite, pyrite,  ilmenite, muscovite, fuchsite, barite, sulfur, blue quartz and quartz crystals with a hematite coating.  Don't forget the micro phosphate and phosphosulfate minerals that can be collected here.  Woodhouseite, variscite, strengite, phosphosiderite, cacoxenite, crandallite along with accessory quartz, pyrite, pyrophylite, dickite, jarosite and sulfur crystals.
Rucks Pit/ Fort Drum Crystal Mine  - FOSSIL CLAMS AND CALCITE CRYSTALS
2/26/2011 Meet at 9am
A joint field trip between the Tampa Bay Fossil Club and the Tampa Bay Mineral and Science Club has been organized to visit the FORT DRUM CRYSTAL MINE, also known as RUCK'S PIT.  This is the only place in the world where you can find calcite crystals formed inside fossil clam shells, see photo. We had a great time last year.  A special price of $20.00 per person will apply for this trip, (normal is $30.00), providing we have over 20 attending, which shouldn't be a problem. Children 6 to 12 are $10.00.

The mine is in Fort Drum, Florida, about 120 miles from Brandon, Florida. Driving time is around 2  hours from Brandon and we meet at 9:00 AM. There will be an attendant at the gate until noon I believe. You pay at the gate. If you arrive late, find me to sign in. A map with directions will be emailed when you register with me at fred.hendershot@verizon.net.

There is a campground at the mine, Turkey Creek Campground. The phone number is 863-634-0691 and the official address is 6645 NE 304th St. Okeechobee, FL 34972. Listed price is $25.00 per night.

You will need heavy rock tools, sledge hammer, chisels, rock hammer, metal rake, pry bar, and anything else you can find for heavy digging as some rocks are very large, see photo. I also suggest you bring your garden hose with pistol type nozzle. For the handicapped, there will be crystals you can find on the surface to make your day fun so come along.

Bring your own lunch and drinks, we park where we hunt so everything will be close. They do have restrooms and water. Bring boots or old shoes, it can be muddy. I suggest long pants to protect your knees, and gloves would be advisable. Don’t forget a hat and sunscreen.
